The scope of work includes resurfacing the north
parking lot consisting of approximately 14,246 square
yards of 3 inch asphalt pavement over 8" cement
treated subgrade, stair construction connecting parking
lot to building, 2 complete phases of construction, and
miscellaneous work as necessary to complete the
rehabilitation.

Johnson & Pace Inc. has examined the low bid and the
gualifications of the bidder, and recommends award of
the contract to Rayfords Truck & Tractor, in the amount
of  $520,984.40. Staff concurs  with their

recommendation.
